On behalf of the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), you are invited to a public information meeting regarding plans to improve the intersections at Gatlin Avenue and Holden Avenue along Orange Avenue (SR 527) in Orange County.

 

The limits of the project are along Orange Avenue (SR 527) from just south of Lake Gatlin Road to north of Holden Avenue. The project consists of pavement widening to accommodate lengthened side by side left turn lanes along Orange Avenue (SR 527) to service Gatlin Avenue and Holden Avenue.  Other improvements include removal of the southbound continuous green lane, milling and resurfacing, pavement widening for a southbound right turn lane to Holden Avenue and for a northbound left turn lane at Gatlin Avenue, radius improvements at Orange Avenue at Gatlin Avenue, replacing the existing signals at Gatlin Avenue and Holden Avenue with mast arm signals, upgrading pedestrian features to meet ADA requirements, and drainage improvements.  The project is currently not funded for construction.
